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Foreword

The 2007/2008 foolball season has been full of challenges. Afler a
year's conscientious reform, the HKFA has achieved considerable
results in the management of league matches, the preparation of the
trainings for various representative teams, promotion and development
of youth programme, training for coaches and referees, marketing
and promotion activities as well as enhancing efficiency in the
Secretariat. In the mean time, the Association has been dedicated
to develop and promote foothall in Hong Kong and has continued
to make a great effort to offer football education, to boost the image
of Hong Kong football, to provide quality football matches for the
peaple in Hong Kong and to make football the most popular sport
in Hong Kong. As the Chairman of the Association, it is a great
pleasure for me to report our work within this season.

The Hong Kong League X1 had outstanding performances this year,
as we can see from the results. Aside from defending the Guangdong-
Hong Kong Cup title, they had also regained the Lunar New Year Cup

which had not been won by them for many years; this shows their
persistent morale and fierce stamina. Their performance was so
outstanding that they had received positive reviews and the applause
of the fans, and had left a profound image in their minds. Since the
beginning of the year, Hong Kong League X| faced two sirong
contingents at the Lunar New Year Cup, and while they were falling
behind, they showed their never-losing and “keep forgoing ahead”
spirit and reversed the situation; ultimately, they overtook their
opponents and regained the Lunar New Year Cup. South China beat
Los Angeles Galaxy and Juventus in friendly matches which surprised
the football fans, this became a story on everybody's lips.

This year in China, there was heavy snow disaster and earthquake
in Sichuan. The condition of those places affected by disasters was
severe. In order to provide relief to the victims, we smlaily donated

Kong Red Cross for the earthquake recovery, in order to present our
sympathy to the victims from far away,

The competition in this season was intense. The abilities of the
participants in First Division clubs were very tight. Eastern, re-entered
upon the First Division in this season, and Citizen had excellent
performances; a new force suddenly emerged, the former captured
the Senior Shield and the latter, won the championship in the FA Cup,
and broke the situation of the trophies being monopolized by powerful
teams. The regional team Wofoo Tal Po rose up to top three in the
ranking in the First Division League with excellent performance, South
China, a traditional powerhouse in local football, maintained the
qualities of a powerful team and became a double champion in the
First Division League and the League Cup this season. Besides, this
season's matches have emerged a great number of new blood, they
performed well and their techniques improved day by day, and their
great leadership enables them to be capable of facing any challenge
independently with confidence. These achievements prove that the
effort we have exerted in improving youth development and promating
grass root football are beginning to bear fruit.

A number of international tournaments were held in this season which
attracted attention around the globe, so the people of Hong Kong
have the chance to appreciate the impressive bearings of the world-
class top teams and the players, and to share together the excitement
and joy brought by football. In July 2007, the HKSAR 10th Anniversary
Reunilication Cup was the season's prologue, then the Barclays Asia
Trophy which was hosted by Hong Kong for the first time, and then
there were more [riendly matches against the international teams.
In the duration of two weeks, Liverpool and Barcelona, lwo of the
waorld's best teams, visited and showed their skills at the Hong Kong
Stadium. The appearances of the stars stirred up a lot of excitement
among the football fans in Hong Kong and became a focus in both
local and international media. This brought continuous intensity to
the football industry and the competitions have raised the status of
Hong Kong in international sport.

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Staff and Administration

The 2007-2009 Board of Directors was elected in June 2007; we had
also invited Sir Gordon Wu, Mr. Albert G H Hung and Mr, Martin P
K Hong to be the honorary Vice-President and Mr. Chau How Chen,
Mr. Allen Lee and Mr. Steven Lo to be the consultants of the Association.
The newly-elected Board of Directors continued to maintain the policy
of “Efficiency, transparency and flexibility” to supervise daily operations
and had achieved its target. Meanwhile, The Board convened
conferences on a regular basis in order to review the progress and
secretariat work, and to come to conclusion with regard to the
blueprints of the local football development. The Board had also
maintained a close working relationship with its various "Task Forces”
in order to set up long-term and viable strategies for the development
of football and the execution of supervisory work in Hong Kong.
Besides, the Football Development Task Force and the Selection Task
Force are specially established so that we could solicit professionals
and representatives from other fields and regions to provide us with
precious advice.

In order to push forward the development of local football and to
assimilate knowledge on modern European football, the Groatian
coach Mr. Goran, came to Hong Kong to discuss the partnership with
the Association in order to fortify the interflow between the two
regions and to assist in the development of Hong Kong football.

Besides, in the past season, the President, the honorary Vice-President,
Task Force members and secrefariat staff participated in various FIFA,
AFC and East Asian Football Federation (EAFF) meetings as either
officials or members, and provided suggestions in the area of match
supervision, refereeing, coaching, discipline matters, appeal, security,
lechnical development, competition, organization and law.

Finance

All domestic competitions were held under a title sponsor, except the
League Cup. Same amount of prize money for all First Division
competitions was offered as the previous season. Due to the warm
welcome and support of the football fans at large-scale international
events, the gate receipt for domestic competitions had also improved
tremendously from previous years. With the effective use of available
resources, and the support from the sponsors and other joint ventures,
we were able to maintain a healthy financial status. Regarding the
resources that were invested on each representative teams and youth
training development, HKFA is certain that the financial support is
always adequate.

Government Support

We continue to co-operate with the Leisure and Cultural Services
Department (LCSD) in promoting the football sport and organizing
various football programmes, district trainings and competitions for
the youth. They also provided venues for our clubs usage. The LCSD
and HKFA held meetings on a regular basis, to review the progress
and set out possible goals for the future development of football,
HKFA expressed their opinions regarding the improvement of the

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facilities and the safety knowledge, to the LGSO in the meeting on
the re-constructive engineering of Mong Kok Stadium in March this
year. Besides, HKFA and LCSD negotiated the terms and conditions
in the extension of the contract; they also expressed their desire to
solve the problem of the high-priced policy in existence for many
years. In regard with the East Asian Games which will be held in Hong
Kong in 2009, HKFA is hoping that the LCSD could allocate more
resources to the representative teams so that it can be built into a
competitive home football team with full preparation, and strive for
the best results,

Tseung Kwan O Training Centre

The Environment Protection Department (EPD) and the LCSD have
agreed to allot the first phase of a landfill site in Tseung Kwan O New
Town for the construction of the Centre in attempt to solve the problem
of insufficient training venues. In order to accomplish this project
efficiently, a Task Force, chaired by the President, has been established
to monitor the progress and to study the future operations of the
Centre. At the same time, The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust
has also agreed to provide funding for the construction wark. The
concept of the Centre has taken a focus on the protection for the
environment and the landscaping gardening. It provides a place for
training with more football pitches built. If everything runs smoothly,
engineering work will commence in March next year, and all the
constructional work is predicted to be completed by 2010.

The Hong Kong Representative Teams

The past year saw various Hong Kong Representative teams
participating in different tournaments where they achieved satisfactory
results. These results reflect the hard work done by the coaches and
players over the year. Simultaneously, we are also grateful for the
support and co-operation given by our clubs to all levels and aspecls
of Representative Teams,

The Hong Keng Faetball Associstion Limited 20072008 Anmual Report
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The Hong Kang Representative Team
completed all the preliminary competitions
of the East Asian Football Championship
2007 in Macau in June 2007, and came
second with one win, one draw and one
lost. Although they could not advance
to the Finals, the team had performed well
as a whole; particularly, when they
competed against Guam and won 15:1,
they showed outstanding performances
and set a new Representative Team record
for the number of goals scores in a single
match. In the preliminary matches of the 2010 FIFA World Cup Qualifier
of Asian Zones, Hong Kong Representative Team defeated Timor
Leste by 11:3 in aggregate, but unfortunately, they played at away
with Turkmenistan with a score of 0:3 in aggregate and cannot be
qualified for the last twenty for the Asian Zones, but their performance
were satisfying. The Hong Kong League X1 represented Hong Kong
in the annual inter-port tournament against Guangdong this year
where they fought vigorously and with resolute spirit; alang with the
support and encouragement of the home fans, they defeated the
Guangdong Team by 4:0 and captured the title. In another tournament,
an under-14 (U14) took part in the “2008 AFC U14 Festival of Football"
in April, the team showed marked improvement with four wins, one
draw and five defeats.

Young players are the future in Hong Kong Football. Other than
providing them with systematic training, we also give them sufficient
international exposure such as international youth football events at
different levels so that they can improve their skills, tactics and team-
work. In January, the Association hosted the 2008 International Youth
U17 and U14 Football Invitation Tournament; one team of U17 and
two teams of U14 represented Hong Kong in such event; the U17
team came runner-up with one win and one defeat, and the U14 teams
came secand and third respectively; these three teams achieved
safislying results. Also, the U16 team was invited to participate in
the 2007 AFC (U16) Championship - Qualification Competition in
Indonesia last year from the end of October to the beginning of
November; however, with two draws and three defeats, the team was
not qualified for the next round,
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The Hong Kong C Team was set up last year,
& hoping that through training on tight schedules
and reqular matches, young players can be
coached in preparation for the Olympics four
years later. In this season, the Hong Kong C
Team has been arranged to join the Reserve
Division League and the Elite Youth League
and they performed excellently and came third
in the Elite Youth League.

In preparation for the All China Games and East
Asian Games in 2009, the Association set up
a training squad for East Asian Games, and
invited the Croatian coach Mr.Goran to be the coach, responsible for
regular trainings. In May, the Association has arranged the squad to
train in Croatia and played five friendly matches against their local
football clubs, with one win and four defeats as results.

In Futsal, Hong Kong Futsal Team participated in the 2nd Asian Indoor
Games held in Macau in October last year, the team were defeated
by Vietnam, Japan and Uzbekistan, but was eliminated in the
preliminary round with the fourth in rank. In order to promote and
support the Futsal in Hong Kong, the Association has established
District Futsal League and there were 15 district teams participated
in the competition and the competition had commenced in June this
year.

Furthermore, the Association has established Selection Task Force
and every matter related to the Representative team and coaches and
the players from all level teams under the age of 23 must be considered
and determined by this Task Force, and would then be sent to the
Board of Directors for approval,

Referees and Discipline

One of the major working areas of the Referee Task Force is to
strengthen referee development and train up instructors, junior referees
and referee assessors in order Lo raise referee standard and quality
of referee assessors and to increase their sense of belonging to the
Association. To reach the target, we hosted a number of assessors’
seminars, on site training seminars of referees and arranged
s experienced referee instructors to help raise the standard
9 of junior referees through specific talks and the use of
video 1apes to review referee’ performance. In addition,
the Task Force has restructured the teaching materials,
guidelines, the scoring standards and the training plan
for the entire year. They have also standardized
| examination contents for the instructors and assessors
in order to set up a more ffective system. For the purpose
| of enhancing the sense of interest in the courses, the
Task Force makes use of the newest method of education
to teach the rules and regulations for football so that
the students concentrate more easily. Besides, the Task
Force has set a screening system for the new referees,
as a preparation for the official inspection. The referees
from all level are rated and their executive techniques
are reviewed an reqular basis.

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The referzes now need to go through strict written examinations and
litness tests before they can register with the Association and to be
assigned as referees in competitions. In order to follow the glabal
trend of young referees’ development, the Association has successfully
adjusted the referees in the First Division to younger ones.

Last year in July, Mr, Mark Clattenburg and Mr. Chris Foy, referees
from the English Premier League, were invited to the Association to
conduct a Referees’ Workshop in Hong Kong and to share and
exchange their experiences with the referees in Hong Kong. In August,
the Association invited Mr. Masoud Enayat, the referee instructor of
the FIFA, from Iran to come to Hong Kong and conducted a Referees'
Seminar for 3 consecutive days. He exchanged experiences with the
Hang Kong referees, the instructors and the assessors, and discussed
about the techniques, the future trend of the referee development,
the techniques and the standards of referee assessors, The students
were able to increase their knowledge on rules and regulations for
football and 1o improve their administrative skills - this fulfilled the
aim of this seminar, In April, we sent two referees to Beijing for 2008
AFC U14 Festival of Football while they were assigned for refereeing
in the matches and also to attend courses for the AFC U14 Referees
Talent Acceleration Program. Two of the referee instructors were sent
to Japan to participate in the JFA International Referee Instructor
Course2008. Besides, five of the referees were accepled by AFC as
elite referees in 2008 in order to broaden their experiences with more
international games. The Association has been trying its best to
arrange referees to execute and to frain abroad. This year, we had
sponsored two referee students to the training program in the United
Kingdom,

To follow the trend of the football development in the future, the Task
Force will rely upon the assigned referee instructors from FIFA to
guide and train in Hong Kong, in order to improve the standards of
the referees in Hong Kong.

Fair play is upheld by the Association and we are always concerned
with the disciplinary records of matches at all levels. The Disciplinary
Task Force handles all cases with strict measures withoul prejudice
and gives proper sentences in order to guarantee the quality of local
matches. In addition, we will also promote and educate clubs on fair
competition; and clubs with good disciplinary records in the junior
divisions have been rewarded with cash incentive. We will persevere
this far the sake of improving the disciplines of the footballers. In
arder o simplify and minimize the misunderstanding of the regulations,
we had already reviewed and adjusted the relevant system of disciplinary
punishment, and has printed into a booklet.

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Matches

The Secretariat of the Association had always arranged a Pre-season
Briefing Session to explain the details of the operations for the matches
in the new season, Most First Division competitions received title
sponsors for the past season with cash awards as well as individual
prizes as incentives. The competition among the clubs was so
competitive that more fans were attracted to attend the matches, The
total gate receipt has achieved a marked improvement on the previous
season.

The Association has accepted Eastern in rejoining the First Division
League. Dongguan Lanwa from the mainland has also been appraved
to participate in the First Division League under the name of Lanwa
Redbull, A newly promoted team Shek Kip Mei secured a sponsor
and renamed as Workable, consists of mainly young players, has
joined the League in this season injecting new impetus into the First
Division League in order to enhance the excitement of this season's
games. At the end of the season, South China managed to retain the
League title and League Cup and became the double champion in the
local games. The other honours shared between Eastern and Citizen.
Eastern winning the Senior Shield and Citizen capturing the FA Cup.
Happy Valley clinched the First Division Indoor Futsal title. Convoy
Sun Hei reached the quarter-finals in the AFC Cup.

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Many teams have organized their own fan clubs and voluntary cheer-
leading teams for more support, and the Association has given its
best at assisting in the clubs' promotional activities. As a result, the
popularity of clubs has been raised and there was also better
atmosphere in the stadium. The refationship between the Association
and the fans had also been strengthened.

At the annual Lunar New Year Cup.three overseas teams, namly
Penarol of Uruguay, Hajduk Split of Croatia and Ulsan Hyundai of
Korea.Republic, were invited to play against the Hong Kong League
¥I. The competitions were extremely intensive, and the Hong Kong
League XI entered to the final. They overturned the situation when
they were falling behind, and beat Hajduk Split by 2:1 and won the
Lunar New Year Cup for the first time after winning 16 years ago.
The Hong Kong League XI performed extra-ordinarily and presented
high standard of skills, their championship was meritorious. The gate
receipt and the inner and outer atmosphere of the stadium were all
pleasant, and the competing teams were satisfied with the arrangements.
of the Association as a whole. In addition, the Shanghai Shenhua
defeated South China by 2:1 and won the trophy for the 3rd Hong
Kong-Shanghai Inter-Club Championship.

In this season, many world's most popular football clubs had visited
Hong Kang. For instance, last year in July, Germany’s Bayern Munich,
Brazil's Sao Paulo FC, FIFA Warld Stars and the China National Team
came to Hong Kong to take part in the HKSAR 10th Anniversary
Reunification Cup, which the China National Team had won the
championship. Afterwards, three teams from the English Premier
League — Liverpool, Portsmouth and Fuham competed against South
China in the Barclays Asia Trophy. In the final, Portsmouth beat
Liverpool after a thrilling penalty shoot-out to lift the trophy. In August,
another three teams, including Spain's FC Barcelona, China's
Guangdong Team and Japan's Vissel Kobe visited Hong Kong for
frigndly matches. Furthermare, this year in March, a famous world
star Mr. David Beckham, member of England National Team, came

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to Hong Kong for a friendly match against South China. In May, two
teams - England's Manchester City and Italy's Juventus participated
in a match for charity.

In order to strengthen the development of the district, a team from
the First Division and two teams from the District united to proceed
training in order to provide lechnical support for the districts; at the
same time, to increase the sense of belonging of the citizen, in order
to attract more people to watch the games.

Youth Training Development

Junior development always remains a top priority of the Assaciation.
By providing systematic training to the youngsters, we hope to identify
potential players and provide countless new forces. In the past season,

District Team Training Programmes were held in all 18 districts, with
16 districts joining the “Young Athlete Training Programme” and 16
districts joining the “Primary Athletes Training Programme” The
Association has come to conclusion that the two levels of training

development in schools, the Association
@ provided technical support and coach
referral to School Sports Section of the
LGSDO. During the year, we organized a
number of demonstrations and fun days
for schools as well as football leaders
and referee courses for the students,
¥ which had enthusiastic reactions. Also,
f. the Association assisted the section to
organize "Out reaching football coach
programme”; there were approximately
100 schools which had successfully
transferred qualified coaches through
the Association to schools to assist in
training and provide technical support.
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The ever popular “HKFA
Junior Fans Club" (JFC) has
always been welcomed by
youth and parents and has
attracted mare than 1400
members in this club this
year, who are free to attend
all local First Division
matches and can act as
marching ambassadors for
international matches.

. Members can also join our
matball activities and training courses. The association would organize
both training courses and foolball fun days on a regular basis; during
the Easter and summer holidays, the Association also arranged football
training camps in both Hong Kong and Mainland China so that
members and parents could participate together and to share the joy
of football and to improve their mutual feelings. Furthermore, the JFG
would set up training courses at eight different districts, to provide
football tasting programs throughout the year. In March, we also
referred our members to join the 51st Festival of Spartsfamily football
programme. Due to the enthusiastic reaction from both parents and
the children, we promated a Family Football Fun Day in Mong Kok
Stadium, so that the football sport can be brought into every family,
creating opportunities for the parents and children to enjoy the family
time as well as to watch the exciting football matches.

W continued working closely with LCSD and the sponsors fo promote
grass roots football. A number of joint activities were held during
the season, including “Young Athletes, Primary Athletes and District
Team Training Programmes”, “Regional Squad Training”, “Youth
Promotion Scheme*, “Nike Youlh League and Nike Football Five™ and
“Mike District Futsal League” to provide training opportunities for
youngsters al different levels and ages. Also, we continue 1o organize
the Elite Youth League to provide training oppertunitizs for our young
players in order to raise the level of their football skills and experiences
in competitions.

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2007 NOW TV Youth Football Scheme, sponsored by NOW TV, had
accepted more than 12000 enthusiastic applicants this season; this
scheme is comprised of four different phases, except the training and
matches, the involvernent from the parents will be added into the
scheme. Last year, in July, approximately 200 students were invited
to take part in Premier League Stars Contact activity held in Siu Sai
Wan Sports Ground and trained together with English Premier
League’s football stars. In order to promote this scheme towards all
primary and secandary schools, we had paid consecutive visits to
schools in May this year to promote the football sport, through
demonstration activities, games and small-scale competitions, and
invited the current football players of the First Division to share their
football interest to the students.

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For the sake of allowing players aged 12 or below to receive more
training, we have recently set up an U12 team; they come from three
training district: the City, New Territories East and New Territaries
West. Two contests were set up for trial, and 30 children were selected
by the coach to commence training in the field. It is hopetul that next
year, a U12 Eight-a-side District League can be hosted in order to
provide systematic training to the students, as a preparation 1o the
screening in the future. In regard to the district football training
program, we hope, by next year, to expand the district training from
three to four.
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Coach Development

Qver the years, we have made a lot of effort in improving the quality
of coach development and to nurture a new generation of coach
instructors. Workshops and seminars have been held on a regular
basis to provide coaches most updated knowledge to raise their
standard. The Association has also reviewed its coaching course
contents and curriculum regularly to ensure quality of the programmes.
We adopted the same policy this season to lift the standard of coaches
in Hong Kong.

In July last year, the Association had invited coaches from two Premier
League teams — Fuham and Portsmouth, Les Reed and Jo Jordan
to attend the Barclays Asia Trophy Goaches Clinic. In their seminars
to HKFA's coach instructors, they covered the contents of instruction
guide, development of youth training, tactical system, critical decision-
making and preparation before the match. The coaches shared and
exchanged their experiences amang each other in order lo encourage
the interflow between local and oversea coaches.

& number of local coaches and instructors were assigned by the FIFA
and AFC for overseas deployment in the past season, this proves the
recognition of their abilities. The coach instructors from HKFA, Mr.
Kwok Ka Ming MBE JP, Mr. Tsang Wai Chung, Mr. Chan Hiu Ming,
Mr. Suen Sui Keung, Ms. Chan Shuk Chi and Ms. Wong Yeuk Ling,
were invited by AFC to participate the conference and seminar for
elite coach instructors in Malaysia in January. Both Ms. Chan Shuk
Chi and Ms. Wong Yeuk Ling were also invited to take up the post
of coach instructors in FIFA, this reflects the appreciation of the Hong
Kong coach instructors held internationally.

In this season, the AFC had invited our experienced coaches and
instructors to give lectures in various Asian countries. Our local coach
instructors were highly admired by the AFC, they were assigned to
other Asian countries to give lectures and technical analysis on the
matches.

We have organized various marketing and promotional activities
resulting in an increase in attendance to local matches, To attract
more fans to the stadium and to support the Hong Kong Representative
Team, we introduced several promotional initiatives such as senior
citizens and students reduced price tickets, buy three get one free
ticket, also 1000 tickets for free anly for the ladies to watch the games;
discounts on family ticket purchase on family football fun day; free
cheer-leading T-shirts for football fans; performance by special guest
on the day of Lunar New Year Cup; production of cheer-leading props
for Hong Kong Representative Team and aid the application of fans
bringing other cheer-leading props into the stadium; last year in
November, we have arranged 900 students from the New Territories
West to watch the Hong Kong Representative Team for free at the
World Cup Qualifier and to support the Hong Kong, they behaved in
arderly manner; to provide free tickets for members of non-profitable
making organizations.

Other than the activities mentioned above, the officials of HKFA
maintained both Chinese and English version website with daily
updated news and information, with a hit-rate of 600,000 per day;
and on the day of the First Division League matches, the average hit-
rate raised up to 1,000,000. In the future, we will continue to enrich
the content of the website, apart from the announcement of the newest
update and the information of the promotional activities, we would
also regularly update and edit the details of gach project, and to
provide match high-lights footage for fans to browse and download
for free, in arder to expand our promotional activities and provide
the community more information on football in Hong Kong.

We have strengthened the working relationship with the media in
order to set up a positive image of the Association; we had invited
all media to participate in this year's Guangdong-Hong Kong Gup
FoShan interview tour in arder to strengthen the communication co-
operation. In addition, we would meet with the media, in order to
keep the connection closely; besides, we have also improved the
communication system inside the stadium by providing the media
internet access.

Future Direction

We will learn from experience and work for the betterment of local
football development. We will continue to provide resources, to strive
for a brighter future and further strengthen the youth development
programme. [t is our hope that the Government not only supports us
with their funding commitment, but also to match this with a review
of policy to ensure that our development policies are mutually aligned.

As for domestic competition, we hope to increase more teams taking
part in the 2008/2009 First Division League, to conform with the
suggestion of AFC, we also wish to strengthen the abilities of each
team so that the games in the up-coming season would be more
exciting and lively. At the same time, we would consider re-launch
the 7-a-side competition which had been stopped for many years,
in relation with the detailed arrangements, the preparatory committee
would follow through. Beside that, we will strengthen the relationship
with the fans so that they can have more sense of belonging to football
and better confidence of the sport in Hong Kong.

EERE
Chairman’s Report

On the international front, our main objective is the 2009 East Asian
Games, the games will be hosted in Hong Kong next year; we have
already established a team in training for the East Asian Games, and
will extend their training, carry out regular training and friendly
matches, in preparation for the up-coming games next year, hoping
to stand out in the matches and strive for outstanding results.

In addition, we will host or co-host four overseas Olympic teams to
Hong Kong in July, to participate in warm-up matches, in order to
enhance the attraction of the games. Each team consists of 3 members
of aged 23 or above for competition, in order to guarantee the
competitiveness of each team in the games, We will wark our best
to make all these events a big success in enhancing the image of
Hong Kong in world sport as well as raising the international status
of the Association and promoting local football development.

Youth development will continue 1o be the core objective of the
Association, Appropriate programmes will be implemented in the
districts to enable the nurturing of youth players.
