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Foreword

Notwithstanding the economic downturn and other adverse factors
that affect local football in the past season, nothing has shaken the
will of HKFA to develop and promate local football. Although we have
encountered numerous difficulties when organizing various projects
and activities this year, with the support of the government, our
sponsors, investors and enthusiastic football participators and the
co-operation of the 1st division football clubs, all together, we
accomplished our pre-determined goal. Being our mission and pledge,
HKFA will continue to promote the development of Hong Kong football
and will allot more resources and provide more thorough training
to representative teams of all divisions.

To encourage and promote district’s participation in football and to
expand the foundation of district football fans, the implementation
of the home-and-away system is a long-term plan for the future
development of Hong Kong football. HKFA starts implementing the
home-and-away system this season. Two local district teams, NT
Realty Wotoo Tai Po and TSW Pegasus, held matches and various
kinds of activity in Taipo and Yuen Long respectively, which resulted
in a proofing effect in promoting football matches and enhancing
interest of local district residents in participating in football games
and further strengthened the cohesion and sense of belonging within
the district. This really is an encouraging good start,

Local matches this season have been intensified by the increase of
the number of participating teams, however, coaches and players of
representalive team managed to grasp the limited time and practice
vigarously. Such efforts has won the support and cheering from fans.
Mayhe the result of the Hong Kong Representative Team in the Asian
Cup Qualifying Round has disappointed a |ot of its fans, however,
HKFA and the 1st division football clubs will not give up our works
in the development of the Hong Kong Representative Team. To show
their continued support to the Hong Kong Representative Team,
Tootball clubs have implemented a number of accommodations and
understandings in league and football clubs training programme.
In the 31st Guangdong-Hong Kong Cup early this year, while falling
behind by two goals, the Hong Kong Representative Team reversed
the situation in the second round, caught up, overtook their opponents
and defended the Guangdong-Hong Kong Cup. Besides giving merit
to football players for their well-demonstration of the “keep forgoing
ahead” spirit and the will to fight, credits shall also be given to the
15t division football clubs for their coordination and to fans for their
support. The efforts of the Hong Kong Representative Team have
regained the confidence from fans and have won the favourable views
from media.

Chairman’s Report

Stalf and Administration

This season, the Board of Directors will continue to operate with high
efficiency, and will bring its characteristics of flexibility and transparency
in full play. Apart from calling meetings on a regular basis, the Board
will held gathering from time to time to monitar the daily operation
of HKFA, to review the work progress of the Secretariat and to discuss
and set down plans and blueprints for the promation and development
of local football. Various Task Forces have also played their job
responsibility in full. They have maintained close working relationship
with the Board, assisted HKFA in setting down long-term and viable
strategies for the development of football in Hong Kong and executed
the supervisory job. Members of the Task Forces are undertaken by
professionals and district representatives who, when work together,
provide HKFA with valuable opinions. The Secretariat has also
undertaken the important role of accountability, with the effective use
of resources, it continues 1o handle and execule the development
strategies set down by the Board of Directors,

Last October, we assisted FIFA in hosting the “Futuro Il — Administration
and Management Instructors’ Course”, The course focuses on training
administration and management instructors in the South-Asia district
who would then assist FIFA in teaching relevant courses provided.
The 17 participants of the course came from 7 member associations
in the South-Asia district.

Further, in the past seasan, the President, the Honorary Vice-President,
Task Force members and Secretariat staffs have participated, as either
appointed members or commitlees, in various meetings of FIFA, AFC
and East Asian Football Federation (EAFF), assisted in the development
of their businesses, provided support and exchanged views in various
aspects such as referee, coach, discipline, appeal, security, technical
development, competition, organization and laws.
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Financial Condition

Local football has been materially affected by the adverse economy.
Incomes from large-scale international competitions, such as Lunar
New Year Cup, was unsatisfactory. Under such difficult economic
environment, the Secretariat has controlled and reduced unnecessary
expenditures, and used resources effectively. Meanwhile, to ensure
the normal operation of HKFA, the Secretariat has been proactively
seeking funding and other sources of income. Also, this year, HKFA
has allotted more resources in representative teams of all divisions
and in youth training to ensure thal they have received adequate
support,

Support from the HKSAR Government

Apart from cooperating with HKFA in promoting football and organizing
various football promotion programmes for the youngster, district
trainings and competitions, the Leisure and Cultural Services
Department (LCSD) also provided venues for our clubs to use for
competition and training purposes. Also, LCSD and HKFA held meetings
on a regular basis to review the progress of activities and set down
goals for the future development of football. This February, HKFA
Secretariat participated in the “Meeting on the Improvement Works
of Mongkok Stadium™ held by LCSD in which issues regarding the
improvements works was discussed.

This March, HKFA Secretariat participated in the "Meeting on the
Facilities Upgrade of Shatin Stadium” held by LCSD in which
suggestions regarding the improvement of facilities of Shatin Stadium
was discussed. Besides, HKFA negotiated with LCSD on the over-
priced renewal rental of the Hong Kong Stadium with a hope to resolve
the high-price policy that has been in existence for years. To further
develop and promote futsal among districts, HKFA discussed with
LCSD regarding the marking of soccer line for futsal at hard-surfaced
soccer pitches of all districts. Further, HKFA will be respansible for
assisting the operation of stadiums of the East Asian Games held in
Hong Kong later this year.

The Hong Kong Representative Teams

This season, representative teams of all divisions have participated
in various international tournaments and friendly matches wherein
they competed with and learned from opponents with different
strengths and gained a lot of valuable experiences and achieved
satisfactory results. These training opportunities widen players’
visions and raised their level. In the view that the performance of the
representative teams plays an important role in overall football
development, this season, HKFA will allot more resources and
manpower to the training of the Hong Kong Representative Teams
and will build a systematic and integrated training programme which
provides representative teams of all divisions with suitable local ar
overseas trainings and gives them opportunity to participate in warm-
up match. Also, HKFA has adequately taken care of the physical fitness
and injuries convalescence of the players. HKFA are grateful for the
support and assistance given by football clubs to the Hong Kong
Representative Teams.

To prepare for the
2011 Asian Gup
Qualifying Round,
the representative
team has
participated in
warm-up match
with Macau and
India in Movember
2008 and January
2009 respectively,
wherein the
representative team has victory. The performance of the representative
team in matches of the 2011 Asian Cup Qualifying Round was
satisfactory. Although the team currently ranks in the bottom within
its group, its opportunity to qualify has yet to despair. In this year's
Guangdong-Hong Kong Cup Competitions, with the persistent marale,
fierce stamina and the “never surrender” spirit of the players, together
with the encouragement and support from fans, the representative
team turned defeat into victory in the second round, defeated the
Guangdong team by 5:4 and defended the Guangdong-Hong Kong
Cup in 3 conseculive years. In July of last year, HKFA sent a team
of U14 to Guam to participate in the 2008 EAFF U14 Youth Festival
in'which the team performed satisfactorily with a result of two wins,
two draws and four defeats. This April, HKFA appointed a team of
U13 to take part in the 2009 AFC U13 Festival of Football in which
the team showed marked improvement with 3 wins, 1 draw and 6
defeats.

Youngster, with their great ability and fremendous potential, are the
future hope of Hong Kong football. On top of systematic trainings,
for them to gain more competition opportunities, to exchange
experience and learn from each others, to expand knowledge and to
receive training on technigue, tactic, team spirit and physical and
mental fitness, HKFA provides the youth representative teams with
opportunily to participate in international football matches of all kinds,
This January, HKFA appointed a team of U20 which was preparing
for the All China Games and a team of U15 to take part in the “2009
International Youth U20 and U15 Football Invitation Tournament™
launched by us. Although the team
of U20 turned out to be
underachieved and ranked dead
last, the team of U15 was the
runner-up of the tournament. The
overall performance of both of the
teams was indeed satisfactory.

May of this year, HKFA appointment
a team of U20 ta Chongqing, China
to take parl in the preliminary
matches of the 11th All China
Games. Although the youngster
failed to quality to the final round,
after nine-months of training,
members of the All China Games Representative Team have shown
satisfactory performance in overall cooperation and utilization of
techniques.

The Haryg Kong Foothall Association Limited 20082008 Annual Report
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To be well prepared for the preliminary matches of the 2010 East
Asian Foatball Championship and the 2009 East Asian Games, HKFA
set up a training squad for East Asian Games last year. We arranged
training in Croatia and played friendly matches against football clubs
there. In June 2008, the training squad went to Hangzhou, China to
take part in the "10th Anniversary of Sinobal Football Club Invitational
Football Tournament 2008", and ended up as the runner-up. Players
selected threw themselves into the match, showed serious attitude
and good discipline. They have marked improvements in their technique
and physical fitness.

In futsal, HKFA has selected approximately 20 players aged under
18 who have started receiving training for the matches in the “AFC
Futsal Championship 2010 — Preliminary Round”.

To avoid the existence of generation gap in representative teams and
to be well prepared for the international youth tournaments organized
by AFC, HKFA will continue to maintain the training of representative
teams of all divisions.

Referees and Discipline

In order 1o raise refereeing standard, HKFA continue to implement
the referee registration system this season.Referees of all classes
need ta go through written examinations and fitness tests before they
can register with HKFA as referee. Also, to promote junior referees
who demonstrate tremendous potential and excellent performance,
this season, HKFA provides such junior referees with more opportunities
10 officiate duty. 64 new referees joined our professional referee team
this season.

Reparding the superior referees, this season, 10 local referees were
accepted by FIFA as FIFA Referee / FIFA Assistant Referee / FIFA Futsal
Referee. In term of referee training, we have done a lat of works. This
year, 24 class-1-referees, 18 class-2-referees and 67 class-3-referees
passed the examination and will take up the refereeing job in the
future.

ERBE
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The Referees Task Force which comprises numerous senior referee
instructors is responsible for the supervision of referees and
arganization of training programmes for referees of all classes. To
strengthen the wark of referee development and training, apart from
holding New Referees Class, Pre-season Referees Physical Fitness
Test and Pre-season Joint Meeting during the summer time, HKFA
holds various activities such as Referees Seminar, Assessors Seminar,
Referees Class, Field Practice, Mid-Season Referees Physical Fitness
Test and New Referees Selection on a regular basis. Referee instructors
also hold review sessions and conferences with referees of all classes
on a regular basis to supervise their ruling standard and enhance
their ruling technique. Further, Referee assessors assess and review
the technique of referees of all classes on a regular basis. To coordinate
with the overall and future development of refereeing, HKFA has
strengthened the training and selection of assessors and instructors,

To raise the ruling standard of referee, and as an encouragement,
HKFA presented the award of The Best Referee and Assistant Refereg
to the one who performed the best in the year.

Mr. Azimi Abdullah exchanged experiences with local registered
referges, referee instructors and assessors and discussed with them
on difficulties faced by referees when officiating their duties, ruling
techniques, regulations that are revised lately and future development
of refereeing. Participants of the seminar have benefited a lot and
enriched knowledge on regulations and raised standard on ruling.
The seminar has achieved its desired effect and well prepares us for
the upcoming season.

The Hong Keng Foatball Association Limiled  2008/2008 Anaual Roport 1 ['
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A number of referee instructors and FIFA referees were appointed
by FIFA and AFC to supervise referees and to rule in overseas
international tournaments from which they have gained valuable
experiences. Meanwhile, HKFA has appointed a number of referees
and referee instructors to attend training course overseas. Last year
in July, HKFA appointed two referees to go to Guam to take part in
the “2008 EAFF U14 Youth Festival®, and to attend the “Referees
Talent Acceleration Programme™. On the other hand, five referee
instructors were appointed to attend two referee instructor courses
held in October in UK. In November, ane of our referee was selected
by AFC to go to Malaysia for the “AFC Project Future Referees Selection
Course for Batch 2008". At the same time, two of our referee instructors
were appointed to go to China Taipei to attend the “Futuro 11l —
Refereeing Instructors Course”. This March, one of our referee
instructor was appointed by AFC 1o go to Nanjing, China to be the
instructor of the *Vision China Project Nanjing — Refereeing Course”.
Also, another two of our referees went to Beijing, China this April to
attend the referee course held by AFC and during the same time they
took up the refereeing jobs in the “AFC U13 Festival of Football 2009
—East Asia”. Our referee instructor was also appointed by AFC to be
the instructor of the abovementioned course in Beijing.

In this season, a number of our referee instructors were appointed
by AFC to be members of the Elite Futsal Referee Instructors Panel,
Elite Referee Assessors Panel and Elite Referee Recruiters Panel and
by EAFF to be member of the Referees’ Committee.

HIKFA has always been taking discipling in matches as a very serious
business. To ensure that all issues regarding the disciplines of
professional players are handled in a fair and non-biased manner,
HEKFA appointed independent parties to be members of the Disciplinary
Task Force who manage to handle all disciplinary issues without bias
and give proper sentences in order to guarantee the quality of local
matches. As a deterrent, our Disciplinary Task Force will issue warming
letters to teams with poor discipline. Such principal of impartiality
adopted by our Disciplinary Task Force has been greatly appreciated
by football partakers. To encourage fair competition, clubs in the
junior division that maintain good disciplinary records will be rewarded
with incentive subvention. In addition, to simplity and minimize the
grey area in regulations, HKFA has reviewed and amended the details
and procedures regarding disciplinary actions. We have also amended
the disciplinary statutes and published them by way of booklets.
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Matches

Opportunity to communicate with football clubs has always been
important to HKFA. As usual, the Secretariat of HKFA holds Pre-season
Joint Seminar in which details of the operation of the matches in the
new season, such as competition information, rules and amendments
of regulation, were explained.

HKFA has accepted TSW Pegasus, Fourway and Xiangxue Eisiti to
join the 1st division as competition members, and has accepted the
application of Shek Kip Mgi to participate in the First Division League
under the name of Tuen Mun Progoal this season. Dongguan LANWA,
a team from the mainland, has changed its name to Sheffield United
which has obtained HKFA's approval to participate in the First Division
League in Hong Kong this season. The above, together with Mutual
which has lately been promoted from the 2nd division, broke the
record of the past 30 years and increased the number of teams
participating in the First Division League this season to 13.

The newly joined teams injected new impetus into the First Division
League and enhanced the excitement of this season’s games. At the

South China, with its outstanding performance, reached the semi-
quarter-finals in the AFG Cup this year.
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Many of the leams have their own fans club or voluntary cheering
team. This season, to assist and coordinate with football clubs in
their promotional activities, HKFA allows fans to bring along tools
such as drum and banner with them into the stadium to cheer the
team they fancy. Besides being a boost to fans' enthusiasm into the
games and bringing a raise in their sense of belonging to their
respective clubs, this measure also enhanced the relationship between
HKFA and football fans,

At the annual Lunar New Year Cup this year, HKFA invited two overseas
teams, Sparta Prague of Czechoslovakia and Suwon Bluewings of
Korea Republic, to compete with our Hong Kong League X1 and South
China Pegasus. The competitions were extremely intensive, and
South China Pegasus defeated Sparta Prague by 2:1 in the final and
won the Lunar New Year Cup. Hong Kong League XI has good
performance as well. Although, unfortunately, Hong Kong League
X! ended up as third runner-up after losing two penalty shots, their
“fight-till-the-gnd" spirit has won the support and praise from fans.

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The most amusing thing in matches of this season is to witness the
maturing performance of young players. This assures football partakers
that there is ample room to develop local football. HKFA would like
to extend its thankfulness to General Managers of all 1st division
football clubs, professional football players and the Secretariat for
their efforts and cooperation, without whom, local and international
tournaments this year would not be made success.

Youth Training Development

HKFA understands the importance of youth training on the overall
future development of football, hence this has been a major target
of our works over the years. Each youth training activity has its
convergency and continuity as well as a well-identified object. Through
systematic training programmes, we can promote young players who
display tremendous potential and train new force for local football,
In the past season, District Football Team Training Scheme were held
in all 18 districts, out of which 16 joined the “Young Athletes Training
Scheme” and another 16 joined the "Primary Athletes Training
Scheme". This year, HKFA continues to implement the integration
schemes in promating district football development. We saw a
satisfactory results after integrating the primary athlete, young athlete,
district teams and district third division teams wherein coaches
managed to select more outstanding students to receive further
training.

To continue football development and training in schools, this year,
HKFA keeps providing technical support and coach referral to the
School Sports Section of LCSD in its inter-school football training
programme. Meanwhile, we held numerous football demonstrations,
fun days and trainings in various districts, and arranged football
leader and referee course for students, which were all widely welcomed.
Also, HKFA assisted the School Sports Section of LCSD in organizing
the “Out Reaching Football Coach Programme” in which HKFA referred
qualified coaches to approximately 100 schools to provide on-site
training and technical support. Currently, approximately 50 registered
coaches were referred by HKFA to Secondary and Primary Schools
1o teach. Further, a Sport Leader Scheme was held last July at Tsing
i Stadium which received enthusiastic responses.
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The all-time-popular "HKFA Junior Fans Club”
(JFC) has always been welcomed by youngsters
and parents and has attracted approximately
1,300 members this year. Apart from enjoying
free enlrance to local 1st division matches,
members have the chance to be the escort kids
in international tournaments and can participate
in football activities and training courses launched
by us. HKFA hosts football training course and
fun days on a regular basis, and sometime hosls
football training camp which gives a chance to
our members to share the fun of football with
their family and to foster parent-child relationship.
Last July, HKFA arranged a “Family Training Camp” in ﬂlngyuan
China which attracted 100 eager participants. Due to the enthusiastic
respanses received by the Family Training Camp, HKFA will hold
another Family Training Camp in July at Pousada Marina Infante, a
hotel in Macau. On the other hand, HKFA held the First District Football
Competition last December in Taipo and referred our members to
take part in the JFC District Football Competition of the 52nd Festival
of Sport hosted by the Sports Federation & Olympic Committee of
Hong Kong, China in this March.

This season, HKFA continued to work closely with LCSD and sponsors
to promote foundational football development. A number of activities
were held such as "Primary Athletes, Young Athletes and District
Foatball Team Training Scheme”, “Youth Football Development and
Training Scheme”, “Crocodile Elite Youth League”, "Nike Youth Football
League”, “Nike Hong Kong Football Five" and “Nike District Futsal
League™ which aimed on providing youngster of different age with
chances to receive formal training and participate in competition and
to recruit more new force to the Hong Kong Representative Teams.
Also, apart from the U13 Youth League which was held for the first
time, HKFA continue to launch the Elite Youth League in which 17
teams from the first, second and third division participated. The object
of this match is to provide young players with more chances to
participate in football competitions and to receive trainings so as to
raise the standard of their football skills and increase their competition
experience.

The “NOW TV Youth Football
Scheme", title sponsored by
NOW TV, attracted more than
11,000 eager participants this
season, The scheme divided
into four stages. Except the
usual trainings and
competitions, the involvement
from parents will be added into
the scheme and Football
Superstars will be invited and
appointed to be the football
promotion ambassadors and
to assist in prummlng the scheme To expand the scheme to involve
Secondary and Primary Schools, HKFA will arrange a number of
school visits this May in which coaches will share the fun of football
with teachers and students and will promate football through activities
such as football demonstrations, games and small-scale competitions.
Players currents serving in the 15t division teamns will also be invited
to join the activities.
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Coach Training

To raise the professional standard of local coaches, apart from
formulating strategy for coach training development and setting down
coaching regulations, HKFA launches workshops and seminars on
a regular basis. In these workshops and seminars, experienced local
and overseas instructors are the speakers. They provide coaches with
new training ideas and methods. Both quality and quantity are treasured
in these workshops and seminars. Also, to further improve all coaching
courses, HKFA arranges specified coach instructor to teach specialized
course, and will review and follow up on such arrangement on a
regular basis. The coaching courses also enrich training on personal
skills and technique so as to boost the comprehensiveness of local
coaches. Meanwhile, HKFA will improve the communication with
coaches, on top of conferences and seminars, Coach Newsletters are
produced and sent to all registered coaches and uploaded to our
website 50 that coaches can have access to the latest information.
This season, HKFA will continue the implementation of the coach
training system, registration system and teaching focus which have
achieved desired effects. Training has been so flawlessly arranged
that the coach training quality is enhanced.

Abilities of local coaches and instructors are praved to be recognized
when FIFA, AFC and EAFF have been assigning jobs to a number of
them. Mr. Kwok Ka Ming MBE JP, coach instructor from HKFA, is
appointed by FIFA as a member of the Technical Advisor Panel. He
is also appointed by EAFF as a member of the Technical and
Development Committee. Mr. Tsang Wai Chung is appointed by FIFA
as a member of the Futsal Instructor Panel. Both Ms. Chan Shuk Chi
and Ms. Wong Yeuk Ling, Betty are appointed by FIFA as members
of the Woman Instructor Panel, six of our local coaches and instructors
were appointed by AFC to be members of the Elite Coaching Instructors
Panel, Elite Futsal Coaching Instructors Panel and Elite Conditioning
Instructors Panel. These reflect the fact that Hong Kong coach
instructors caught international attention,

In this season, HKFA assigned two coach instructors to participate
in the “Futuro 11l - Coach Instructors Course” held by FIFA last
November in China Taipei. Last December, HKFA assigned another
Iwo coach instructors to participate in the “AFC Project Future Course
for Coaches 2007 Batch” held by AFC in Malaysia. In January of this
year, HKFA further assigned six coach instructors to attend the “AFC
Elite Instructor Seminar 2009" held by AFC in Malaysia. At the same
time, HKFA assigned another two coach instructors to attend the
"JFA Football Conference Seminar 2009" hosted by Japan Football
Association (JFA) in Japan. Also, one of the coach instructors from
HEKFA went to Beijing to participate in the “AFC “C" Coaching Certificate
Course” held by AFC in this February. On the other hand, another
three coach instructors went to Japan to attend the "JFA International
Coaching Course 2009" hosted by JFA this March. Coach instructors
who participated or attended these courses and conferences had
valuable chances to exchange views and experiences with coaches
from all over the world and, upon return, they shared the most updated
knowledge and training technigues with local coaches.

To provide individuals who are interested in football coaching with
professional trainings, and to popularize football activity, this season,
HKFA conti to launch a of popular coaching courses
such as Youth Football Leader Certificate Course, Coaching Certificate
Courses of difference levels and AFC Coaching Certificate Courses.
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In the future, to nurture a new batch of instructors and o effectively
raise the standard of local coaches, HKFA will refer more coach
instructors and coaches to attend overseas courses and seminars.

Marketing and Exiernal Relationship

In respect of external affairs, HKFA continue to maintain close
relationship and good co-operation with FIFA, AFC and EAFF and will
keep promaoting football as the goal we are striving toward. Meanwhile,
we determined to enhance the sense of belongings of fans to local
football and to enrich their knowledge in it.

Training, clothing, instruments and other gears of Hong Kong
Representative Teams of all levels continue to be sponsored by Adidas.
Also, HKFA received donations from sponsors to support local youth
football training so that we can better utilize and allot our resources.

In this adverse economy environment, HKFA still successfully obtained
support fram a number of spansors. This year, various First Division
Competitions are fitle sponsored, such as “Coolpoint Ventilation First
Division League”, “Eisiti Senior Shield", “Sheffield United FA Cup”
and “Fourway Challenge Cup 7-A-Side Competition”. Also, HKFA
worked closely with sponsors and successfully held large-scale events
such as "ING Cup", “Nike Youth Football League — Hong Kang Premier
Cup 2009", "Nike Hong Kong Football Five 2009, “Nike District
Futsal League” and “Crocodile Elite Youth League”, These events
received enthusiastic responses and were highly appreciated. This
shows the charm of football and assures a huge market. Further,
HKFA successfully renewed the contract with our sponsor, NOW TV,
on “Youth Football Scheme™. HKFA would like to thank all sponsors
for their support on local football.
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Apart from these, the annual Hong Kong
Top Footballer Awards was successfully held
this year and it resulted in a lot of keen votes.
The awards, which honoured players,
coaches and those who have made
contributions to the game on and off the
field, serve to bolster the development of
the local football activity.

Regarding marketing and promotion, to
attract more fans to admit to the matches
and to enhance the sense of belongings and
support to the Hong Kong Representative
Teams, various measures have been
implemented along side with various
promotional activities. For instance, clothing
of the Hong Kong Representative Teams are sold at the stadium,
senior citizens and students concession are provided, bang sticks
for the Hong Kong Representative Teams are produced, assistances
are given to fans in their application to bring along with them cheering
props into the stadium, and free admission for individuals in needed
are arranged for various non-profit organizations. Also, besides
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providing detailed and latest local football
information on our website, HKFA enhanced on-
site promaotion by handing out match information
such as list of players and programmes in the
stadium. We also produced memorial booklets
on the opening days of leagues and gave them
to admitted fans for free.

Apart from the above activities, both Chinese and
English versions of HKFA's official website keep
being uploaded with daily news and information.
Its daily hit rate increased from 600,000 in last
year to 800,000 this season and, on the date of
First Division League, average hit rate exceeded
1,000,000. In the future, HKFA will continue to
enrich the information of our website. In addition
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to releasing latest news and information regarding promotional
aclivities, all other information will be updated and amended on a
regular basis and match highlights will be available on the website
for fans to view and download so that fans can have a faster and
more accurate access to the most updated and comprehensive news
of local football from our website.

Regarding our refationship between the general public and the media,
to enhance our cammunication and co-operation with the media,
HKFA had invited all media to participate in this year's Guangdong-
Hong Kong Cup Guangzhou Interview Tour. Meanwhile, we would
meet with the media, so that we would have close contact with them.
In case when sudden incidents arise, we would take the initiative to
contact the media and circulate press release. A number of important
events and international competitions have been widely reported this
season. Further, to build a positive image, HKFA will gradually increase
our transparency, so that the general public will have a channel to
understand the development of football,
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Future Direction

This Annual Report serves the purpose of reporting the results gained
from various activities held by HKFA this season. Next season, HKFA
will continue to promote the overall development of local football with
a focus on youth training, representative teams, professional matches,
referee, coach and the development of facilities.

Regarding youth training, to build a more secured foundation for
future foothall new force, HKFA will continue to implement the training
s0 that young players will be trained in an efficient manner. Also,
HKFA will continue to maintain close working relationship with district,
enhances youngster's sense of belongings to their respective district
and by systematic training and competition, explore and nurture a
new generation of local players who display tremendous potential
so that they can back up teams of all divisions.

In respect of representative teams, HKFA will concentrate our resource
on the systematical and tactical training of teams of all divisions.
To prepare for the 2010 East Asian Football Championship Preliminary
Competitions held by EAFF in Ghina Taipei in August, representative
team will be rearganized and start group training and practice in June
this year. HKFA expects the representative team to win the competition
and enter the final round held in Japan next year. Also, the football
championship of the 2009 East Asian Games hosted by Hong Kong
this December is our major target as well. To be well prepared for
the upcoming matches, an East Asian Training Squad has been set
up and training has been strengthened with group training and friendly
matches to be held on a reqular basis. We believe that the Hong Kong
Representative Teams must do their best to strive toward a better
result and will acknowledge supports from all individuals with
outstanding performance.

In regard to local matches, HKFA will keep raising their standard as
our target. We will also strengthen fans’ confidence on Hong Kong
football and on the quality of players and attracts fans to return to
the stadium and continuously support Hong Kong foctball by enhancing
the appreciability of professional matches. HKFA hopes that 1st
division teams participating in leagues in the upcoming year can
improve their strengths so as to make the matches more intense and
exciting.

On refereeing and coaching, HKFA will continuously provide referees
and coaches with support and advancement course so as to improve
their quality and professional standard for a long-term development
goal.

Concerning facilities, Mongkok Stadium will undertake improvement
wharks in September of this year. Since such works are expected to
last for about 21 months, matches in the upcoming season must be
somewhat affected. Therefore, HKFA sees a prior obligation to ensure
that adequate venue will be available for matches in the upcoming
season. HKFA will negotiate with LCSD to resolve such problem.

Finally, HKFA will allot more resources to support the future
development of football and to coordinate with the long-term goal
of youth training. Meanwhile, HKFA strives to ask for funding from
the Government and hopes that the Government could coordinate
with us in terms of policies and other aspects so that Hong Kong
foothall could have a continuous development.
